Paul Quimby Brooks

“Regoice Rgoiced The Spirit leadsuson;’
wrote Paul in ore of hismany poems. Paul was a
gifted writer of prose, poetry and hymns, aswell as
a pastor, chaplain, and singer. One of seven
ordained Methodist ministersin hisfamily, he was
born onJuly 13, 1905jn the Method st parsonage
at Norway, Maine, to the Rev. Charles A. and
Evelyn L. Leed Brooks. After high schod in
Maine, he graduated from Boston University and
Butera Schod of Fine Art. Newton, mgjoring in
music andfine ats, and took chaplaincy training at
Andower Newton Theologicd Schod.

From 1927,when Paul receved alocd
preater’slicense, to hisretirement in 1961, s
thirty-threeyeas of ministry began with chaplaincy
a Lakeville (MA) State Sanitorium, Massadhusetts
Juvenile Court for Plymouth and Norfolk Courties, and St. Martin’s Lodge, AF& AM,
Chatham, MA, of which he was alife member. He dso served for two summers asa
field worker for the Method st Board of Home Missons, spedadlizing in evangelism and
bili ngualism (Portuguese and Lithuanian).

Paul then pastured several churchesin the former Southern New England and
Maine Conferences at Cochesett in West Bridgewater, MA, Warren, RI, South Braintree
MA, Chatham, MA, North Attleboro, MA, Putnam and Attawaugan, CT, Midd eboro,
MA, Niantic, CT, and Portland, ME. After retirement to East Poland, ME, and later to
Cape Cod, Paul supgied at Ostervill e, South Harwich, East Harwich, Orleans, Wellfled,
Provincetown, Truro, Eastham Chapel, Kezar Fall s, Medanics Fall s, Rochester
Congregational, and Hyannis Federated Church.

Paul’ s conference adtivities in those thirty-threeyeasincluded bcards of
educaion, music, social adion, statistics, investments, information and investigation. He
worked with Preaders Aid Society, the Massachusetts and Conredicut Courcil s of
Churches, and the Pastors' Schods at Wilbraham Academy and aher aress. Hewas
awarded the Golden Cane & the oldest member of the New England Conference

Well known for his musicd and writi ng talents, Paul was a member of the
Conference male quartet for 20 yea's and music diredor at the canp medings at Empire
Grove, Weirs, Claremont, and Yarmouth. He wrote severa books and many poems and
hymns, ore of which was pulished by the Hymn Society of Americain the Wesleyan
Methodst Hymnal. Hisbooks include Squanto: Ambassador of GoodWill to the
Pilgrims, The Saga of JohnLothrop,and Y esteryea at Empire Grove, Timely Rhymes,
Rhymes for the Times, and More Rhymes. He was an avid historian, genedogist,
painter, and Mayflower descendant.
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Paul died peacéully at hishome in South Yarmouth, MA onJune 12, 2003. His
memorial servicewas held at Riverside Cemetery, Yarmouth. Heis survived by ason,
Richard GordonBrooks, nine grandchil dren, and fifteen grea-grandchildren. He was
predeceaed by hiswife, Marion Matthews Brooks, and their daughter, Arlene Ruth
Hamilton, wife of Rev. Richard M. Hamilton d Scarborough, ME.

Peter Kwang Hoon Chyung

Energetic and grounced in the Method st
tradition, Peter was born in Seoul, Koreg onJune
13, 1942to Kap Jin (Kim) and the later Rev. Soo
Chyung. After graduation from Seoul Method st
Seminary he served churchesin Koreg coming to
the USA in the ealy 1980s.

In 19834, Peter was the foundng pastor of
the New Bud Korean UMC, an “off spring” of
Dover (NH) UMC, now the Greenland Korean
UMC, Greanland, NH. Later he was the assciate
pastor of Lawrence (MA) UMC, pastor at Cox
Memorial, Hallowell, ME, GraceUMC, Haverhill
MA, andfinally at Enfield, CT.

Larry served forty-one yeasin bah the
former New England and the Southern New
England Conferences at Charlton City, West
Fitchburg, Maynard, Northbridge-Whiti nsvill e,
Neealham (Carter Memorial), East Hartford
(Burnside), Hamilton (First), Wilmington, and Medford (First), urtil hisretirement in
1992.He was also a member of the Conference Commisson onArchives and History.
After retirement, Larry served at St. Luke's UMC, Derry, NH, Londonabry (NH) UMC,
and St. Matthew's UMC, Sandown, NH.

Larry's avocaions were many, espedaly in music: he founded the Music Camp
at Laurel Park and led music canps at Rolli ng Ridge and aher centers.

Best known for his many contributions to
church communicaions, T.C. was born onJanuary
5, 1917 four yeas before the first commercia radio
broadcast. His 86 yeas have spanned arevolution
in media, and he has been a part of every new
dimension, d which he has been recognized for his
skill , persistence, and vision.

After serving churches in natheast Ohioin
hisealier yeas, T.C. moved to Massadhusettsin
1955t0 begin anew caree in communicaions for
the Massachusetts Courcil of Churches. From 1959
to 1974, le was Diredor of the Department of
Radio and Television, later the Department of
Communications, whaose two-fold task wasto
encourage moral and spiritual dimensionsin the
massmedia, aswell asto developa Thristian
criticism® in order to buld a doser relationship between churches and the media. T.C.
was a ¥isionary newsman with adistinctive wit,° acording to Mike Hickox, present
New England Conference Communications Diredor. T.C. provided many diff erent
oppatunities for discusson, comment, and consciousnessraising.

In 1974, ke returned to parish ministry, thistime & Newtonville (MA) UMC. But
his heat remained in communicaions, andin 1978 ke becane ditor of ZionsHerald, a
magazine of opinion and refledion. Even after his ‘retirement®in 1982, le remained
adive with that pubdicaion, aswell as participating in a Courcil of Churches dudy cdled
%Protestants and the Press® T.C. was honaed as a member of the United Method st
Association d Communicaors Hall of Fame. In 2000 ke was given the Forrest L. Knapp
Ecumenicd Award by the Mass Courcil of Churches #or sustained eaumenicd
commitment and servant leadership through communications.’

The voicethat had been recognized for yeas acossthe arwaysandin print was
finaly stilled onDecember 20, 2003 n Boston. T.C.'sfuneral was held onDecember 29
at the United Parish Church, Aubundale, MA. Hewas predeceaed by hiswife,
Elizabeth, in 1998,andis survived by ason, Mark, of Dedham, MA.
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Will ard Willi ams
A member of along and dstinguished
family of Methodst ministers dretching bad to
davery days, Will ard was born onMarch 18, 1917,
one of seven children, and grew upin the
segregated South. Later, hisfamily moved to
parishes in Maryland and West Virginia, and
Pennsylvania. Will ard was drafted into the US
Army and becane Master Sergeant in the #366"
Negro Regiment. During World War 1l he saw
adionin Casablanca, North Africa and Italy, and
was dationed in the Phili ppines after D-Day.
Whil e studying law at Northeastern
University, Boston, Will ard felt the cdl to ministry.
He then transferred to Boston University Schod of
Theology, from which he graduated in 1953,a
member of the secondclassto graduate in its
present locaion. He then becane amember of the Central (Negro) Jurisdiction and
served parishesin Seebert, WV, southern Maryland, and Frederick Maryland. Bishop
Edgar Love then asggned Will ard to be the Exeautive Seaetary of the Washington
Conference Board of Educdion. From there he went to Buffalo, NY to establish an
inner-city ministry in which bah he and hiswife, Annie Laurie, were well known. A
sojourn in Nashvill e with the General Board of Evangelism foll owed, after which Will ard
returned to serve the Buffalo District. He then becane the seand Exeautive Diredor of
the Multi-Ethnic Center for the Northeastern Jurisdiction.
Retiring to Boston, Will ard remained adive & pastor at GraceUMC, Cambridge,
MA. UponRev. Roy Fralin's sudden deah, Bishop Skede cdled him to beinterim DS
of the RISEM District. Finally he and Annie were ale to fully retire to Somervill e, MA.
After aperiod d dedining hedth, Willard ded onJanuary 31, 2004in Concord, MA.
His memorial servicewas held onJuly 13 at Duvall Chapel of New England Dea®ness
